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1. RESERVATIONS

Society visits are accommodated for on Monday afternoon, Thursdays,  Friday and Sunday afternoon. Reservations will be accepted, along with a deposit, for Full Day (Coffee and bacon barms, lunch, dinner and golf) or PM only.

2. NUMBER OF SOCIETY MEMBERS

The minimum number of Society members accepted is 12 and definite numbers must be confirmed no later than 7 days before the date of visit.   Cancellation after that time may attract a cancellation fee of £10.00 per absentee.  Handicap certificates may be asked for from the organiser.

3. ARRIVAL

The Club House is open at 9.00 a.m. and the Organiser will be welcomed by the Club Aministrator and arrangements for the day will be confirmed.

4. CLUBHOUSE

The Lounge, bar area and dining rooms are available for the use of Society Members.

5. DRESS IN THE CLUB HOUSE

Jacket, collar and tie must be worn in the Dining Room after 7.30 p.m. but it is permissible to wear clean casual dress elsewhere.  Denim jeans, tee shirts and sweat shirts are not acceptable.  Golf shoes, including rubber soled and shorts may not be worn in the Club House. (Locker rooms excepted)

DRESS ON THE COURSE

Golf shoes must be worn, denim jeans, collar less tee shirts and sweat shirts alone are not allowed.  Trouser must not be tucked into socks and shirts must be worn inside the waistband.  Shorts must be tailored and must not be athletic or cargo style.  Shirts may not be removed while on the course or its environs.

7.       CATERING

Full day includes coffee and bacon barms upon arrival, soup and sandwiches and dinner.  There are other options available – please see the Menu sheet.

8.        FORM OF PLAY

To be arranged with the Club Administrator. 
9.        GOLF ETIQUETTE

All members of a Society must be fully aware of golf etiquette and particular attention should be given to raking bunkers, repairing pitch marks and avoiding slow play.  Society members must also abide by the Club’s Rules and Regulations when so advised.

10.        MOBILE PHONES

Mobile phones may be taken on the course (switched off) and be available for EMERGENCY USE ONLY.  When receiving or making calls in the clubhouse, please use the foyer  to avoid inconvenience to others.
11.        STARTING TIMES

The morning round will be from 10.00 a.m. and the afternoon round from 1.30 p.m.  The actual time allotted will be determined by the number of players. Allotted times will be posted on the Notice board situated near the Professional’s shop.

12.        SPEED OF PLAY

Please ensure all Society members keep up with play rather than just staying ahead of the group behind.  A 4 ball round of golf (even on a strange course) should take no longer than 3.5  – 3.75 hours.  If playing a Stableford competition, players should be encouraged to ‘pick up’ once they have exceeded the amount of strokes to score on the hole.

13.       TEE

Yellow tees only to be used.

14.       TROLLEYS AND BUGGIES

Trolleys and buggies may be used on the course unless the course condition does not permit their use.  Care should be taken to avoid trespass of trolleys onto the greens.  Trolleys and buggies are available for hire from the Professional’s shop.

15.        PRIZES

May be purchased from the well stocked Professional’s shop.

16.       ACCOUNTS

Payment should be settled before play commences with the Club Manager.

17.       DEPOSIT

Failure to give one month’s notice of cancellation of a reservation will result in the loss of deposit.
